The opening salvo was fired by
CEO Less Scott, who spoke to the National Retail Federation conference in January
and upbraided the media for its coverage of the company’s legal troubles, imports from
China and employee policies. Law suits claiming sex discrimination and wage
violations as well as the company’s low pay for workers and charges that Wal-Mart
destroys its stores’ surrounding business communities have been regular fare for several
years now. When those charges are made public, they will no longer go unanswered,
according to published reports.
