in March when Tom met with 25 other
equestrian product companies to discuss
problems caused by the splintering of the
English trade, specifically with regard
to trade shows. AETA aims to represent
the interests of the Equestrian Trade in
the context of trade shows, as well as
to be an overall resource and unifier for
the industry.

How do you view the relationship
between AETA and WETA?

I hope AETA and WETA will work
together on some future projects, but
AETA’s focus will be on the equestrian
trade itself.
